Cross over Mirrors for Trucks – New Law Goes into Effect January 13, 2012
Cross over mirrors must be installed on all trucks: Qualifying as Commercial Vehicles, register in New York State and Operating in New York City on streets (except for expressways).  Cross over mirrors enable the driver to see: Anything at least three feet tall, anything passing one foot in front of the vehicle and the entire width of the truck.  Please contact Karen Nieves at 718-388-7297 ext. 160 or email her at knieves@ewvidco.com for more information on this new legislation.
